Duties include:

· SETTING UP camp on Saturday 3rd August – collecting equipment from Upper House Farm, marking out campsite, setting out marquee with tables/ chairs/ equipment.

· CATERING – this year we are catering in house and parents will need to provide ingredients for supper as well as biscuits and cakes.  We also need people to help serve, clear up and make drinks at both lunch and supper.
· OVERNIGHT SECURITY - a minimum of four parents stay overnight 9pm onwards to carry out regular patrols of site.  A caravan is provided but you will need to bring your own bedding This duty ties in well with breakfast duty the following day. Parents volunteering for overnight role are required to hold or undergo a current DBS check.  You will receive a full briefing before camp starts on what your responsibilities will be for this duty
· CLEARING UP and packing away the site on Friday 9th August. Returning equipment such as tables and chairs as well as the caravan back to Upper House Farm. Many hands make light work at the end of a long week we appreciate every little bit of extra help here! 
· XC - RESPONSIBLE ADULT to patrol rides out on XC in your 4WD and carry first aid kits/ phones. You must have a 4WD to undertake this duty.  Priority to those holding a valid first aid qualification.
Please note that nobody will be allowed to leave the site at the end on camp on Friday until their stable has been mucked out and approved by the Master of Horse and the area around their caravan is clean and tidy.
